Medicines
Medicines prescribed by your doctor are the only medicines that we can administer in school.  Please note that medicines such as Calpol, Nurofen and cough lozenges are not classed as prescribed medicines and should not be brought into school at any time.

If your child requires a prescribed medicine that is necessary 3 times a day, we ask that you do this outside of the school day.  However, if it is 4 times a day, we are happy to administer the extra dose in school time.  If this is the case, please complete a medicine form and the medicine must be provided in its original container and clearly labelled.  Please note:  it is the responsibility of parents to make sure that the medicine is taken home at the end of the day.

If your child needs to have an inhaler or Epipen kept in school, please make sure that it is brought in a clearly named container.  It is your responsibility to make sure that the inhaler has not exceeded the expiry date and a new form for this must be filled in at the start of each new school year.
